sending a check  Make checks payable to the Education and Research Foundation for SNM and send with a completed ERF Gift Form to the SNM.

special gifts Donate a gift in memory or in honor of a person or in celebration of an occasion.  An acknowledgement letter will be sent to the honoree or family.
professional honorarium gifts Honorarium gifts are a creative way to support the Education and Research Foundation while at the same time enhancing your annual giving and avoiding unwanted taxable income. To do so, have the organization send the check directly to the Foundation.  See honorarium gift form attached to this document. 

workplace giving You or your spouse may be able to increase or even double your donation to the Education and Research Foundation if your employer has a program that contributes to employee-designated charities. Some companies match retiree contributions as well.  Check with your Human Resources Office to see if your company offers this benefit.  Send the completed from with your donation to the attention of the Development Office at the SNM. 

gifts of securities 

You may find that giving appreciated stock allows you to gain tax benefits and make a more significant charitable donation than you could with a cash gift.  To receive a charitable deduction, you must have held the stock for at least one year and one day. If you have a choice of making a gift with cash or stock, it is almost always advantageous to give the stock and repurchase the same stock with your cash. 

There are several ways to transfer stock to the Education and Research Foundation: electronically through your broker, by mail or by hand delivery.  The following information relates to stocks that are traded regularly on national or local stock exchanges or in the Over-The-Counter Market.  

Electronic Transfer is a secure and efficient way to donate securities to the Education and Research Foundation.  If your stock is held at a broker, notify the broker that you wish to make a gift of securities to the Education and Research Foundation for SNM.   Identify the name of the stock and the number of shares you wish to donate.  Your broker will need written authorization from you before the transfer can be made.  Once you have authorized the transfer, ask your broker to contact the ERF Director of Development at 703-708-9000, ext. 1028 for complete transfer instructions.  

Mail Or Hand Delivery is useful if your stocks are not held at a brokerage firm.  

If mailing, send the unendorsed certificates of stock and a cover letter stating the securities are a charitable gift to the Education and Research Foundation.  Include your name and full address in the letter.  In a separate envelope send a signed, signature guaranteed stock power in blank for each certificate of stock.  Your local bank (not a savings bank) will stamp the signature as guaranteed when you present identification. Your signature must be exactly as the name appears on the stock certificate. Certificates of stock may also be hand-delivered to the Development Department at SNM.  To complete the gift transaction, we must have your  address, phone number, and restriction, if any, of gift.

We highly recommend that you use registered mail to send these documents.

Date And Valuation Of Contribution For Tax Purposes  The date of the contribution for an electronic transfer of stock is the date the transfer is complete.  This may differ from the date you instructed your broker to transfer the stocks.  The date of the contribution for stocks sent by mail is the date of the mailing. If the stocks are delivered in person, then the date of delivery is the date of the contribution. The value of the gift is based on the average of the high and the low on the date of the gift.  For stocks received on a day when shares are not traded, a formula established by the IRS is used which takes the average of the price stock before and on the nearest date after the gift date. See publication 561 at www.irs.gov for additional information.

other securities  For information on giving bonds, mutual funds or closely held stock, please contact the Director of Development.

life insurance  You can donate a fully paid-up life insurance policy naming the Education and Research Foundation as the owner and beneficiary and receive an income tax deduction equivalent to the policy’s cost basis or cash surrender value, whichever is less.  If you wish to donate a new or partially paid-up life insurance policy, please call the Director of Development to discuss this gift. Because some state laws may impact the tax deductibility of such life insurance gifts, you should contact your insurance agent to discuss your plans. Some gifts of life insurance may require Board approval. 

real estate We welcome the opportunity to discuss with you a donation of a home, condominium, vacation property, undeveloped land or other non-mortgaged real estate that can be resold. Such gifts of real estate are credited at full market value as determined by an appraisal. You can also donate your home or farm to SNM and retain the right to live in it during your lifetime.  See below for information on a “Life Estate Agreement.”  Gifts of real estate require Board approval.

tangible /intangible assets  Please call the Director of Development to discuss a gift of property such as equipment, artworks, royalties or patents.  

note on endowment funds Endowments are funds that use investment income and capital gain to support nuclear medicine both now and into the future. Unused income and gain may be reinvested to ensure the endowment’s principal grows over time.  An endowment can be structured to last into perpetuity or for a set number of years. Endowed funds can support the general education and research mission of the Foundation or to fund specific programs or activities.  Endowments can be named by the donor. If you are interested in creating an endowment, call the Director of Development to discuss your interests.  

note on restricting gifts Donations to the Foundation that are non-restricted are used in a variety of ways to support nuclear medicine education, research programs and activities.  If you wish to restrict your gift to support a specific area of nuclear medicine or a specific program, please consult the Director of Development to assure your interests can be accommodated.  (Gifts to established programs such as the Paul Cole Fund can be identified on the gift form and directly forwarded for processing.)

GIFTS THAT BENEFIT THE FUTURE OF NUCLEAR MEDICINE

Nuclear medicine students and professionals have greatly benefited from donors who have used bequests, trusts and highly valued assets to make a generous gift to the Education and Research Foundation.  The following information on charitable planned gifts describes some gift options used in estate planning.  
a bequest or testamentary trust—a gift through your will or trust—allows you to bequeath a specific amount of money, a percentage of your estate, or a specific property to the Education and Research Foundation. Through your bequest you retain full control of your assets throughout your life and you make a significant gift in support of nuclear medicine.  

To make an unrestricted bequest to the Education and Research Foundation, the following sample wording is suggested:

“I give, devise, and bequest to the Education and Research Foundation for SNM. (specific dollar amount, percentage, or remainder of estate) to be used by its Board of Directors to carry out its objectives and purposes.”

If you wish to make a restricted gift to the Foundation, please call the Director of Development to assure your intentions can be accommodated. 

It is very helpful for the Foundation to know of your bequest so that we can appropriately thank you for your support. 

A last note: Some estate planning attorneys recommend satisfying charitable bequests first with assets that would result in taxable income for heirs, such as IRAs.  You may wish to  consult your financial advisor and attorney about the most beneficial distribution of your assets in your will. 

a life estate agreement allows you to donate your personal residence (primary or vacation) or a farm to the Education and Research Foundation and retain the right to live there until your death, or for a specific number of years.  You continue to take care of the property, pay the taxes, and receive any income it generates. You receive a federal income tax deduction at the time of the donation. Such gifts require Board approval.

life insurance  By naming the Education and Research Foundation as a beneficiary to receive all or a portion of the proceeds of a life insurance policy enables donors to give a significant bequest to the Foundation. 
retirement  plans Under current law, gifts of retirement plans or IRAs are more beneficial to donors when they are given as bequests rather than during their lifetimes.  Such gifts eliminate both income and estate taxes from the estate.  Consult your tax advisor and retirement plan administrator to determine how this type of charitable gift can be set up to meet your needs. Please note that legislation is in front of Congress to make current gifts of IRAs to charities tax beneficial.

TRUSTS

A charitable remainder trust offers you the opportunity to set aside some of your appreciated assets now for the future benefit of the Education and Research Foundation.  At the same time, you obtain a current or future income for life or for a term of years not to exceed 20. You will also qualify for a current income tax deduction and avoid the capital gains tax if the trust is created using appreciated assets.  

To set up a charitable remainder trust you transfer assets, such as cash or securities to a trust managed by a bank trust department or other financial management institution.  The trust then pays you and/or another non-charitable beneficiary an income of at least 5% of the trust’s value. At the time the trust is created you receive an income tax deduction and avoid capital gains on appreciated property.  Upon the expiration of the trust’s terms, the principal passes to The Education and Research Foundation.  There are two basic types of charitable remainder trusts: 

A Unitrust is a highly flexible gift arrangement, the annual income from which is variable, based upon a fixed percentage of the fair market value of the trust’s assets, as revalued each year. You can make additional contributions to increase the trust’s principal. 

An Annuity Trust offers a secure income of a fixed dollar amount based on the trust's
initial value. Additional contributions to the trust cannot be made. 

A charitable lead trust provides income to The Education and Research Foundation for a period of years and then passes the assets onto the beneficiaries of the trust.

Charitable donations to The Education and Research Foundation for SNM, a 501(c) (3) nonprofit organization, are deductible to the extent the law allows.
